Using index cards, I will introduce common punctuation marks and their meanings (period, question mark, comma, exclamation mark and quotation marks). Each punctuation mark has a corresponding motion. I will model each motion, and then ask the students to try.

Phonological Awareness

	Patterns/Sounds: 
Blending and Segmenting Phonemes
Instructional Activity (circle one--Word, Syllable, Onset Rime or Phoneme Level):
The students will blend and segment phonemes in four of the WOW vocabulary words (Phonemes per word 3-4). Using index cards, each word will be cut into how many phonemes it contains. Each student will be given one WOW word. One by one the students will put their word together. Give him or her a clap if you think he or she is correct. After each word is put together, we will all say the letters in each word, state how many sounds are in that word, and then say each sound. For example in the word tree, we will say the letters t,r,e,e, I will then ask, “how many sounds do you hear in the word t-r-ee?”, the students will state the number by holding up their fingers (3) and saying them aloud /t/ /r/ /ee/. I will give each student the teacher’s pointer to track each letter and sound as we complete this activity together. Follow the same process for the rest of the words.

Word Identification

	Sight Word/HFW:
in, the, is, see, be, for, can, they
Each word will be introduced using large index cards. Before discussing each word, have the students give a clap if they recognize the word. The students will then chorally repeat each word after I say them aloud. Try saying the sight words independently.
Vocabulary Words (from the new read including student friendly definitions):
Nouns (WOW words): tree, bird, home, squirrel, bees, hive, caterpillar, leaves
Each word will be introduced using large index cards. I will tell the student that these words will be seen again in the story. These words are all nouns. Ask students if they know what a noun is. Explain that a noun is a person, place, or thing. Make a connection to the noun scavenger hunt from last week. Introduce each word by showing the students the index cards. Have students repeat chorally after I say them aloud. I will then give each student a picture to match with each vocabulary word. After each student has made his or her match, give a clap if they are correct. Students should be familiar with these nouns through the use of picture clues, but they may not be able to read the words.

	Title: In the Tree
Level: C-4
Before:
Activate Prior Knowledge: Have students look at the picture on the front of the book. “What do you see on the front of this book?”. Tell students about my own experiences. “When was a time that you may have played in a tree?”.

Book Walk- As we book walk through the story, the students will try to identify the punctuation marks. I will ask the students to do the corresponding motion and name the mark as they are seen in the story.
I will ask the students to point to the title of the story. “What is the title of this story?” We will then read the title together, “In the Tree”. I will then ask the students to point to the author of the story. I will then read, “by Maura Sidel”. I will ask the students “she is the author because?”. They will say, “because she wrote the story”. I will then ask the students to point to the illustrator of the story. I will then read, “illustrated by Shirley Beckes”. I will ask the students “she is the illustrator because?”. They will say, “because she drew the pictures”. Have the students look back at the title. “What do you think this story will be about?”. I will write the student responses on a write on-write off board. “Why do you think the story will be about that?”. Explain that these guesses are also called predictions. Tell the students that we will have to read the story to find out.
Have the students open the book to the title page and repeat the title.

As the students flip through the pages make sure to discuss the WOW vocabulary words:

(WOW words): tree, bird, home, squirrel, bees, hive, caterpillar, leaves
Page 2- (tree and bird) Can you find the words tree and bird on this page? Do you see the bird in the tree? Point to the bird. See if you can figure out the punctuation mark at the end of this sentence, Can you see the bird? What mark is that? Make sure the students do the motion.
Page 3- (home) What WOW word do you see on this page? What is a home again?

Let’s turn the page and see if we can find another WOW word.

Page 4- (squirrel) You many have to use the picture to help you with this WOW word. What word do you think I am talking about? Can you point to the squirrel? Can you point to the word squirrel? Pictures can give us clues to help us figure out words that we do not know.
Page 6- (bees) Do you see another one of our WOW words? 

Page 7-(hive) On the next page, look at the picture what do you think the bees home is? Hive, How did you know that?

Page 8- Point to the bug in this picture. What do you think this bug is? How do you know that? What are these caterpillars eating? Clap twice if leaves is one of our WOW words.
Page 9- I want you to point to our WOW word that starts with the /t/ sound. What word is that? Point to the word look. What do you notice about the letter /l/ in the word look? (It is a capitalized). Now look at the end of the sentence. What punctuation mark do you see? Make sure the students do the motion.
(Kiss your smart brains)
During:

1ST: Have the students echo read the story sentence by sentence. Remind the students of the WOW vocabulary words and picture clues learned earlier, that they can use to figure out the words they do not know while reading. Remind the students to use their pointer fingers when reading each word. I will model using my pointer finger while reading in my book.
2ND: Have the students chorally read the story together.

3RD: Have the students whisper read with their neighbor partner. When you are done reading with your neighbor, put your hands on your head.
After:
After the third reading, I will have the students identify their favorite page and tell a partner what is in the tree on that page.

Have students turn to page 2 in their books. Point the where you see this sentence “The bird is in the tree.”
On lined paper, the students will write a sentence in pencil about something in a tree (Example: The nest is in the tree). I will model this example of a write on-write off board. I will have the students blend and segment to figure out the word nest. What sound does the first letter make /n/, what sound does the second letter make /e/, what sound does the third letter make /s/, what sound does the fourth letter make /t/, put all these sounds together to make what word /nest/. Let’s read this sentence together (choral). I will make sure that each student includes a capital letter at the beginning of their sentence and a period at the end by modeling in my example. They will then use this as a reference to write The _______ is in the tree. If time allows, the students may use crayons to color a picture of what is in their tree, to match the sentence.
