Lesson 6 Animals Meet Their Needs (pg. A 36-A 43): 
Key Vocabulary Highlighted
What do animals need?


Animals need air, water, and food. They also need a safe place to live and have their young.


Different kinds of animals live in different places. Some live on land. Some live in water. But each animal has ways to get what it needs in the places where it lives.
How do animals get water and air?

Animals need water. Some drink from lakes and streams. Other animals get water from the food they eat. You need water, too.


Most animals breathe in the air around them. Fish can breathe under the water with gills. Sea mammals have lungs. They must come to the surface of the water for air.
How do animals get food?


Animals use their senses and body parts to get the food they need. Some eat only plants. Some eat only other animals. Some eat both plants and animals.


An animal that hunts another animal for food is called a predator. An anima that is being hunted is called prey.
What is a food chain?


A food chain shows how living things need each other for food. Each animal in the chain uses another living thing as food. A cat, bird, caterpillar, and plant make up one food chain.
How do animals stay safe?

Animals stay sage in many ways. Many use their senses to keep on the alert. Some find shelter, or places they can live in and be safe. A mouse can find shelter in a hole. Other animals, like gazelles, can run very fast. Their great speed helps them escape from predators.

Some animals’ bodies help them stay safe. A turtle has a hard shell. When danger is near, it can pull its body inside the shell to keep safe.

This insect blends in with the leaves around it. This helps the insect hide from birds and other predators.

Before Reading: Question of the Day
Purpose

Why and how do you feel this technique will support students as they prepare to read?
The Question of the day will provide students with an open-ended question, in order to support and activate their prior knowledge. As students prepare to read, they will write their responses, including a drawing, to the questions and verbally communicate these responses with the whole group through sharing. The students will be asked to write, speak, listen, and view while using this technique.

Question of the Day: “What do you need in order to survive and why?”
General Literacy Objectives (Do not include content objectives in this plan.)  What should students be able to do regarding their literacy as a result of this lesson? This is a good place to refer to the strategies, but you may also need to include certain skills. One or two objectives are sufficient.
After this lesson, the student will:
The students will be able to activate their prior knowledge by written and verbal responses to the question of the day with 100% accuracy.
The students will be able to make connections between their own needs and the needs of animals to develop accurate understanding before reading.
Assessment of Objectives
How will you know and document each students’ accomplishment of the objectives? Include a rubric, checklist, chart, or description of outcomes and behaviors you will look for.  You may choose to combine the Before, During and After activities into one assessment document, just be sure how each is being assessed.
Evidence to display student understanding will be collected through a formative assessment. The students will respond to the question of the day through written responses, including a drawing. The teacher will collect these written responses and drawings. The students will be engaged by actively participating with the question of day and group collaboration. The students will be asked to use their prior knowledge or schema of their own personal needs to develop their thinking and make connections to the needs of animals. The students will be evaluated based on their participation, engagement, and use of strategies (prior knowledge and making connections).
Procedure

What steps will you follow to implement this technique?  Be clear, concise, and specific.
· The teacher will write the question of the day, “What do you need in order to survive and why?” in a visible location for all students.

· The teacher will ensure that the question of the day is open-ended and engaging, to promote problem solving.

· The students will use their prior knowledge to develop an accurate response to the question of the day.
· The students will respond to the question through writing and drawing.

· The students will share their responses with the whole group.

· The teacher will facilitate whole group discussion, based of students’ responses.

· The students will make connections between their own needs and the needs of animals.
· The teacher will collect students’ written responses and record verbal responses on the BDA checklist.
During Reading: Double-Entry Journals
Purpose

Why and how do you feel this technique will support students as they read?
Double-Entry Journals will provide students with an organized structure to expand their thinking while reading. The students will use the Double-Entry Journal to make notes or comments in order to identify important phrases within the text. The students will be able to reflect on what they read in regards to animal needs. This technique will support students while they read, by choosing 3 interesting or meaningful phrases from the text and stating their reactions. By recording their thoughts, the teacher will be able to visibly see what the student is thinking. The reactions can include several effective reading strategies, such as: questioning, predicting, reflecting, and making connections.
General Literacy Objectives (Do not include content objectives in this plan.)  What should students be able to do regarding their literacy as a result of this lesson? This is a good place to refer to the strategies, but you may also need to include certain skills. One or two objectives are sufficient.
After this lesson, the student will:
The students will be able to appropriately record 3 interesting or meaningful phrases within the text in the correct column.

The students will be able to react to the text by questioning, predicting, reflecting, and/or making connections to develop accurate understanding while reading.

The students will be able to use at least one reading strategy as their reaction to each phrase from the text with 100% accuracy.
Assessment of Objectives

How will you know and document each students’ accomplishment of the objectives? Include a rubric, checklist, chart, or description of outcomes and behaviors you will look for.  You may choose to combine the Before, During and After activities into one assessment document, just be sure how each is being assessed.

Evidence to display student understanding will be collected through a formative assessment. The students will record phrases from the text in the first column of the Double-Entry Journal. The phrases will also include a page number the student’s reaction to the phrase. The student must use at least one of the following strategies for each phrase: questioning, predicting, reflecting, and/or making connections. The teacher will collect these Double-Entry Journals. The students will be engaged by actively participating with the steps included in completing the Double-Entry Journals. The students will be asked to use their interests in selecting three phrases. The students will be evaluated based on their participation, engagement, and use of strategies.
Procedure
What steps will you follow to implement this technique?  Be clear, concise, and specific.
· The teacher will distribute a Double-Entry Journal to each student.

· The teacher will model and explicitly explain the correct use of a Double-Entry Journal with a similar text.
· The students will read the text while identifying interesting or meaningful phrases to assist them in better understanding what is being read.
· The students will record 3 interesting or meaningful phrases within the text in the first column of the Double-Entry Journal.

· The students will react to the text by using one of the following strategies: questions, predicting, reflecting, and/or making connections.

· The students will use at least one reading strategy per phrase to develop a deeper and accurate understanding of the text being read.
· The teacher will collect students’ written responses and record strategies used on the BDA checklist.
After Reading: Exit Slips  

Purpose
Why and how do you feel this technique will support students after they have read?
Exit Slips will provide students with a final opportunity to reflex on the recently read text. Students will complete the exit slips at the end of the reading. These slips will support the student’s ability to ask a question, provide learned/new information, record a thought, or predict what will happen next in a particular content area. The exit slips will reflect what a student understands or any confusion a student may have in regards to a topic. This information will be helpful when planning further reading and/or content instruction in the future.

General Literacy Objectives (Do not include content objectives in this plan.)  What should students be able to do regarding their literacy as a result of this lesson? This is a good place to refer to the strategies, but you may also need to include certain skills. One or two objectives are sufficient.
The students will be able to record their thinking and/or reflect after reading the text on an exit slip with 100% accuracy.

The students will be able to accurately ask a question, provide learned/new information, record a thought, or make a prediction.
Assessment of Objectives

How will you know and document each students’ accomplishment of the objectives? Include a rubric, checklist, chart, or description of outcomes and behaviors you will look for.  You may choose to combine the Before, During and After activities into one assessment document, just be sure how each is being assessed.

Evidence to display student understanding will be collected through a formative assessment. The students will respond to the text after reading through the use of an exit slip. The teacher will collect these exit slips at the end of the reading lesson. The students will be engaged by actively participating in the creation of their exit slips. The exit slip will reflect the student’s thinking by asking a question, providing learned/new information, recording a thought, or making a prediction. The students will be asked to use information gained from the reading to complete this activity. The students will be evaluated based on their participation, engagement, and exit slip responses.
Procedure

What steps will you follow to implement this technique?  Be clear, concise, and specific.
· The teacher will distribute an exit slip to each student.

· The teacher will model and explicitly explain the use of an exit slip and the multiple ways to respond.

· The students will respond to the text by writing their responses on the exit slip.

· The students will use one of the following responses: ask a question, provide learned/new information, record a though, or make a prediction.

· The students will submit their exit slip as a final reflection or response to the previously read text.

· The teacher will collect students’ exit slips and record reflections/responses on the BDA checklist.

· The teacher will note student understanding and/or confusions. This information will be used when planning further instruction.
